Remember to have all of the proper signatures and recommendations in by the
September 8™ deadline. It’s the applicant’s responsibility to obtain the leader recommendation form in a sealed
envelope and submit it with their record book, or make sure that the recommendation has been mailed to the Half
Moon Bay office in a sealed envelope on or before September 8, 2010.
